PA meeting – November 19, 2010
Eric called the meeting to order at 4 p.m.

45 parents attended the meeting

Eric introduced the officers – Maria Dix, Vice President; Jennifer Roe, Secretary; Karen Smith, Treasurer; and Eric Peterson, President

Updated from Board – A board member was not present.  But Mr. Nelis stated gave a building update.

Director of Communication (Katie Hendrickson) – Katie informed us that we can keep up with the current events on the website and newsletter.

Treasurer Report:  Karen stated that we spent $2422.88 on Boo Boyou.  We gave the gift of $25,000 to the school.  We earned $700 from the sweatshirt order.  We spent $270 on the bullying program.  The nurse’s expenses totaled $2791.90.  The neighborhood picnic cost $203.43.  The pavers earned $250 and 6th graders earned $250 from Boo Boyou.

Development Director (Shelly Doucet) – Shelly stated that 70 families are giving monthly through the voluntary monetary contribution.  Some give $5, and some give $100.  We have 647 children that sold 10,000 raffle tickets total.  The fundraiser brought in about $50,000 with $15,000 in expenses.  The school made about $35,000.  Alex Post sold 330 tickets.  Madam Houfadi’s class sold 698 tickets, which earns them a pizza party every month.  The raffle winner was pulled at the meeting.  The winner of the $10,000 is Jeph Scanlon.  His daughter Lily Scanlon sold the ticket.

Book Fair – December 6-10 at the Oak Street campus in the library.  Parents may go through during the concerts.  It is open all day those dates.  They still need volunteers for shifts and to help set up and take down.  Email Martha with the times you are available.

Pavers – Sheila updated us.  They need volunteers for December 4th starting at 9 a.m.  Bring all the tools that you have such as shovels.  Kids can play on the playground.  They will have the area done with the bobcat.  They also need help with picking up the pavers at Alise Dodd’s house.  

Questions from parents:

When are the packets of French books arriving?  Mr. Nelis stated they should be coming once a month starting soon.  

A parent would like to request that we fund another fieldtrip.  It seems like the kids didn’t have as many this year.  Karen Smith mentioned that it cost about $12 per a student.  The PA funded 8,000 for field trips this year.  Idea from parent:  Apple Store has a free tour.  You can go in and make a video and they put them together and you can take them home.
